Tournament 1L.ock Out Mode

(TORID %™ anly)

To adjust vour maker using the tournament lockout mode you must
access the inside of the grip.

1. Eemowve the screws located on the LCD side of the grip panel
and lift up the grip.

2. Select semi-auto mode.

3. In the lower forward corner of the circuit board vou waill locate

the Jumper. (Mot included with TORID™)

4. Eemovwe the jumper and reinstall with only one pin attached.

5. Eeplace screws in reinstalled grip to close. Ensure no wires
hawe become pinched when putting grip back on marker,

NOTE — When in tournament mo de, the marker will only fire in
semi-anto mode only. Your LCD Features will be hmited.

Lubricating the bolt

Tour TORID™ iz equipped with a hard-anodized bolt equipped
with sealing rings. The stock bolt 15 designed to reduce friction while
maintaining mazximum efficiency,. ODYSEEY also manufactures an
aftermatket Delrin™ bolt (see your Dealer for more information) for
the TOERID SEEIES To ensure TORID™ fires properly, the bolt must

be lubricated and kept clean. If the surface becomes sticky follow
these simple instructions.

o FEemovwe bolt and clean theroughly with a dry cloth. Soap and
wartn water may be used to remove contaminates.

o Dy thoroughly while making sure the pin’s spring locking
systemn worlcs freely.

®  The pin's spring lock system should be oiled to ensure it 15
acting correctly,. NOTE - Do this very lightly while
minimizing the amount of o1ls on the bolt itself

o Clean bore of matker with squeegee and ensure ne
contatninates are present.

o Eeplace lubricated bolt in marker and check movement. Bolt
should now move freely in the bore.
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Maintenance

Lubricatine the hammer

To retnowe the hammer assembly for cleaning and maintenance:

Eemowe the atr system and hopper.

Eemowe the pin running horizontally through the rear of the
body while holding your finger across both bores at the rear
of the zun. Note — The bolt and hammer carner group are
spring-loaded and may eject if not restrained properly.
Eemowe BoltfHammer carrier group as one piece from the rear
of the marker.

While paving close attention to the way the components were
removed, disaszemble the mechanism for cleaning.

The front of the TORID™ haminer 15 equipped with a one-way
sealing ring to provide for optimal blow back performance.
Enzure this ring and the rest of the hammer 1z clean and free of
contaminants. Eeplace ring if excessive wear 15 visible.

Chl lightly (OINLY use paintball specific o1ls and lubricants)
and reassetnble pieces as they were when they were removed.
Clean inside of both upper and lower bores of marker body to
ensure both are free and clean of contaminates.

=lide the assembly into the respective chambers. Note —
Hammer face will stop on sear that 15 extended up through the
lower portion of the lower chamber. To mowe the hammer
torward the sear must be manually lowered. Open the LCD
side of the grip panel and push the rear of the solenoid plate
torward while applying a slight pressure to the rear plug of the
firing assemnbly. The BoltrtHammer assembly should mowe
torward. Eepeat the process to mowe hammer past the standard
cocked posttion.

Once bolthammer group 15 in forward position, reinstall rear plug
atid field strip retention pin.

Most contaminates found while participating in the sport of
paintball can be cleaned using a simple water alcohol mix. This
mixture will dissolve dirt and paint while evaporating quickly and
without leaving residue,

The TOEID series of markers will wotl with both COZ and
Compressed A Before connecting an air supply to the marker always
pull the bolt to the rear to cock. This will prevent the valve from
being held open when the airr supply 12 turned on,

o 202 - Onthe TORID™ the tank must have an anti-siphon
tube correctly installed. Ligquid should not enter the paintball
matker. USE A CERTIFIED ATRSMITH TO INSTALL
THE ANTI-SIPHON SYSTEM SPECIFICALLY FOR
YOUR MAREKER. If not installed properly, CO2 10 liquid
form will damage components of the TORID. Damage caused
by the introduction of Liquid CO2 will not be cowvered under

Operating Pressure Adjustments

WARNING - DO NOT adjust vour TORID™ operating

pressure any higher than 500 psi.

Operating pressure adjustments are made by using the inline

reculator included with vour TORID™.

The operating pressure should be set between 350 — 425 psi.

Increasing the pressure on your regulator — Use the included
HEX tool to turn the adjusting nut. IV or clockwise (if wiewing
from the front). Watch the input pressure gauge supplied on the
side of your regulator to get the desired setting.

Decreaszing the pressure — Turn adjusting nut OTTT or
counterclockwise. When decreasing the pressure the indicator
gauge will not drop. The marker must be fired fo relieve this
pressure before an accurate reading can be achisved.

Internal damage may occur to the components or the regulator
systems and you may wvoid your warranty.

Always recheck the velocity of the gun when adjusting
operating pressures.
